Important Note About This Suggestion Document

This list is what I found I needed/wanted when I set up a kosher, Jewish household.  You should use it as a starting point and modify as is appropriate for you and your circumstances.  It assumes you follow orthodox Ashkenazi custom/minhag.  If you are Sephardi, Mitzrachi, Yemenite, or non-orthodox you should talk to your rabbi to find out whether you need separate pareve stuff and if you can use glass, even glass dishes, as pareve and therefore need less serving ware.

Note about Glass Ware

Most people use "separate" glassware for Passover but not everyone does so it’s up to you whether to use separate ones (or check with your rabbi).  The same drinking/wine glasses can be used for meat & dairy (for most again check with your rabbi).
